Order of the Arrow Troop Representative, Den Chief, Scribe, Librarian, Historian,

Quartermaster, Bugler, Junior Assistant Scoutmaster, Chaplain’s Aide, or Instructor.

Leadership roles that are applicable to rank advancement requirements at Eagle ranks also

include the role of Venture Patrol Leader

To count your leadership role — you must have been active in this role — unless you have met the

minimum participation & leadership requirements — the role will not count for advancement.

Ensure your role is recorded after the troop Junior Leader Elections Process. You must have

attended a Junior Leader Training Session at least once before the end of the leadership period

for it to count. It is also recommended you attend the JLT immediately after you are elected to

every new leadership position. Election are held in October & March for leadership terms starting

in November & April for 6 months each. If you need a role between election contact the

scoutmaster to see if qualifying roles are currently open. Your effective start date in this case will

be the date the Scoutmaster assigns you this role.
